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IT’S DECEMBER... BE
CAREFUL OUT
THERE!

December is-—-hands down---the
most stressful time of the year...
financially, relationally, logisti-
cally, and emotionally. The jug-
gernaut we politely call the
“Christmas Season” has a way of
baring raw nerves in many of us.

We begin to see the signs in early
November: Whether it's mugs set
out close to the checkout counter
of the supermarket, or specially
wrapped candy, if it’s got Santa or
snowmen Or a manger scene on it,
the intent is to stir something in us.
And it does. It taps into our long-
ings... for that perfect Christmas
... for that perfect family, for the
Christmas gift we always wanted
but never got, for that perfect per-
son in our life.

Every year I am grateful for the
low-key way Anglican churches
have traditionally observed Ad-
vent, that short, four-week season
immediately preceding December
25t Advent in the Episcopal
Church proclaims that we are get-
ting ready for something, indeed
looking forward to it with eager
expectation, but we will not be
caught up in the frenzy.

“But why?” You may ask. “Why
don’t Episcopalians get with the pro-
gram like everyone else???” Because
if the air has gone out of the bal-
loon by Christmas Day; if we can’t
wait to tear it all down and get it
out on the curb by December 26t,
we have missed the essence of the
season, which is about waiting and
expectation and mystery and joy.
The purpose of Advent is to keep
our feet solidly planted on the
ground whilst our eyes are focused
heavenward.

The Church provides many
“Visual aids” to help in our prepa-
ration. ~ Advent calendars per-
fectly capture what the church is
about in December. (See more on

page 3)

Likewise, the Advent wreath (see
more on page 3) is a tried and true
way to carve out for yourself, your
family, your friends, some sacred
space in this season. The family
gathers daily at the appointed time
to read a short verse from scrip-
ture, to say prayers, to light a can-
dle. Four weeks... four candles.
The candle in the center, the Christ
Candle, is lit on Christmas Day.
All five candles are lit throughout
the Twelve Days of Christmas, up
to the Feast of the Epiphany. (see

Come to the back of the church after the 10:30 service, make a wreath together, then take it
home to use and enjoy throughout Advent and Christmas.

Advent Calendars and Devotions “Prepare the Way”

Advent is the first season of the church year, marking a time when Christians imaginatively prepare
for the coming of Jesus, God with us. I imagine the community holding its collective breath in antici-
pation of that moment each year when we declare that it has happened—that God is born as a baby
in Bethlehem. What an exciting time! We have many ways to celebrate and prepare ourselves this
year.

There are lots of ways to count down the days to Advent. Advent calendars are a popular example.
The colorful “Prepare the Way” calendar that will be available to the children of the parish this year
is a way to teach them about Advent and encourage them to remember the religious meaning of the
Christmas season. Each door reveals a Bible passage to look up and an activity for kids to do indi-
vidually or with family.

Also check out “Advent Prayer Traditions for Families,” available on the Ministry Table, for more
ideas on ways to count the days of Advent and draw closer to God as we prepare for God to draw
close to us in Christmas.

On Advent Waiting

From the very first words of scripture read on the first Sunday of Advent, we learn that if Advent is about any-
thing, it is about waiting. I think we miss the mark if our waiting is passive, just as we miss the mark if our rela-
tionship with our fellow parishioners at St. John’s is passive.

Even though I was raised a Methodist, not an Episcopalian, I go back to my childhood experience of church: We
went to church every Sunday. We were engaged. We weren’t alone. We volunteered. We laughed together.
And sometimes we disagreed with each other—and then found new common ground. The relationships formed
in those years were transforming for me as a young person. Granted, my parents made some of those choices
about church attendance and involvement for me when I was young. But that gift, too, is with me still.

I encourage you to be as fully engaged in the life of this parish as possible. During Advent, attend as many Sun-
day and holiday liturgies as you can to celebrate the incarnation of our Savior. Get involved. Your involvement
will strengthen the parish. The parish needs you. Pledge an amount to St. John's for 2011 that raises a lump in
your throat. Listen for the call of ministry if it whispers in your heart. Vote for new vestry members at the
(short) meeting after the 10:30 liturgy on December 12th,

You will be glad you did and the your Christmas worship will take on greater depth and richer meaning.

Music and the celebration of Advent and Christmas go together so well in December. Our musical groups
at St. John’s will be preparing for both of these seasons in a number of special ways.
