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Parish Wellness Meeting Report
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10:30 service. The meeting was short and featured an update on parish fi-
nances from treasurer Edyth Ledbetter. Edyth explained our income and ex-
penses todate, for both the operating fund and the building fund, and how

we might be able to make up the shortfall. She also announced that Patty
Grauman has agreed to stand for election at the Annual Meeting in January to
become our next treasurer.

The second half of the meeting was a discussion of possible changes to the
Sunday morning schedule. Fr. Harold talked about our need for more forma-
tion (meaning education and spiritual development) for adults and children:
the Holy Eucharist is essential but does not do enough to form us as a congre-
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formed. Participants indicated that they wanted spiritual formation on Sun-
day morning. The group then discussed two possible changes. One possibility
would be to add an education hour between the two Sunday morning ser-
vices, pushing the 8:30 service to an earlier time (perhaps 8 a.m., with educa-
tion from 9:30 to 10:15 and second service at 10:30). The other possible sce-
nario would be to offer education hour after second service (perhaps at 11:30
with services at 8:30 and 10). The group discussed the advantages to each
possibility, asked questions and offered opinions. These issues will be pre-
sented at the Annual Parish Meeting on January 30th.

Candlemas Liturgy

On Sunday, February 6, the 10:30 service will be a child
centered liturgy celebrating Candlemas. We will enjoy the
story of the presentation of the infant Jesus at the temple
(Luke 2:22-40) and present the children in our lives to
God for a special blessing as well. Children of the parish
will lead the Prayers of the People using prayers they
have written together in Sunday school. We will share a
simplified Eucharist and then gather at the back of the
church to make crafts (think candles!) and eat good food.
