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From the Rector

On a recent day off, running er-
rands on my bicycle, I spotted a
1962 Chevy Il Nova Convertible in
a parking lot. Immediately I ped-
dled up to get a closer look, for
once in my life, I too, owned a 1962
Chevy II Nova Convertible. This
one was red with a red cloth inte-
rior. Mine was white with a red
naugahide interior. Mine looked
cooler. This one had an automatic
transmission; mine had a manual
transmission, which was better. On
this one, the boot didn’t quite fit
properly. Mine fit perfectly. This
one had a number of little flaws
and imperfections in the trim;
mine was immaculate.

And so it was that I compared this
one to the one I had owned and in
every way, this one came up short.
Then it dawned on me: What
would mine look like today, that is,
even if it were still around? I had
romanticized my car in my mem-
ory and in my romanticized mem-
ory, that car was perfect, and re-
mained just as it was back in the
‘60’s when I was driving it.

On the other hand, the one I saw
on my bike ride is definitely still
around, and when you consider it
is a daily driver for someone and is
still going strong after forty-eight
years, that’s pretty good.

Beverley and I recently attended
the excellent “Strength for the
Journey” Conference in Fresno,
sponsored by the Episcopal
Church and designed specifically
for the four Continuing Dioceses of
San Joaquin, Quincy, Fort Worth,

and Pittsburgh. It was positive,
healing, forward-looking and full
of participants who just want to
“get on with things.”

Someone at our table said, “The
elephant in the room is that while
there is much talk of emerging
from our twenty-year exile (under
the former bishop) and becoming
an inclusive welcoming diocese in
all respects, there are many who
are distinctly uncomfortable with
that... Many long for the ‘good ‘ol
days” when Bishop Rivera was the
Bishop.”

As a relative newcomer, I respect-
fully submit a few observations,
for what they’re worth:

*  AsIdid with my old Nova
convertible, I suspect that
there are more than a few of us
who have romanticized the
Church of forty years ago and
we want to go back to it. In our
memories, it was perfect, with
kids spilling out of Sunday
School rooms and lots of active
families and meaningful, even
mystical worship. That church
wasn’t perfect either. We've
just forgotten the bad parts.

* The Diocese of San Joaquin
(and St. John’s) has experi-
enced monumental change
over the last few years. Just as
the “rest” of the Episcopal
Church did not become inclu-
sive, welcoming, and honoring
of the full ministry of the bap-
tized overnight, neither will
the Diocese of San Joaquin.

There are those who want it to happen overnight and those who
don’t want it to happen at all, and we’re all worshipping under the
same roof.

Which is as it should be, because one of the greatest strengths of the
Episcopal Church historically, is that we are a “big tent.” There is
room under the tent for progressives and conservatives, straight and
gay, grounded and “out there.” May it always be so. May there al-
ways be room “in the middle” in this church, because after all, the one
thing, sometimes the only thing that unites us is our Baptism in Jesus.
As long as we're clear on that, we can disagree about lots of matters
and still receive communion at the same altar.

I'd still love to have that old Nova back, but when I'm honest with
myself, I know that my 2004 Subaru drives better, does more, and is
better fit for the life I'm living now.

From the Music Director

When is a song a hymn?

"That was a great song we sang at the end of church today!" (or was it a hymn?) Actually, both would be
correct; hymns are just a special subset of songs, like squares are a subset of rectangles (if you remember
your geometry). You are more likely to hear or sing a "hymn' at church, but there is also something else that
makes hymns distinctive. Many hymns were written to be sung by a group of people, a large group of peo-
ple, whereas many songs are not. Many of our hymns were also not created together; the words we sing (in
English) and the tune may or may not have been written by the same person, sometimes even not during the
same time period. Instead, many hymns have words and music written by different people, from different
times, even from different time periods. They are then put together later, perhaps by a writer of the words
or the tune or maybe even someone else. In fact, one other difference that reflects this is that hymns have a
name for the melody separate from the words! Take for instance, Hymn number 390, Praise to the Lord, the
Almighty, whose hymn tune name is LOBE DEN HERREN. You can guess from this name that the melody
was written in Germany by Joachim Neander who lived only thirty brief years (1650-1680). He wrote this
rugged and familiar tune to be sung in worship, but it is only through the wonderful work in 1863 of an
English poet and translator, Catherine Winkworth, that we have these wonderful words that fit the melody
so well. Her words are not the only ones that have been paired with this tune, as it has been translated into
up to a hundred other languages! So the melody named “LOBE DEN HERREN”, as a hymn, lives as a mel-
ody blessing the lives of thousands of people, regardless of the language they speak. For those of you that
have always thought music was the universal language, this naming of melodies serves one other purpose.
Since organists and others who lead hymns know them by the tune name, it is possible that an American
organist, like our own, could go to another country and lead this hymn without knowing the words, but
would be completely at ease seeing this tune name. The tune name becomes the clue to the “universal” part
of hymns. So next time you sing a hymn, look for the tune name in the lower right hand corner; but enjoy
singing the words, too!
