
 

By the time you receive this, we will 
have been “into Lent” for two full 
weeks.  Below is a portion of my ser-
mon of February 21, Lent I. 
 
Lent is a time in which we are in-
vited and challenged to get real 
about evil.  
 
One of the ways that the church 
helps us do this is through the lit-
urgy.  The liturgy changes in Lent.  
We begin Lent with Ash Wednes-
day, a corporate lament that we 
itrs cnmƍs fds hs+ sg`s vdƍqd `kk bnl,
plicit in evil, and participate in it, 
`mc sg`s vd cnmƍs g`ud enqdudq sn
clean up our act.   
 
Changing some of the things we 
say and pray and sing during the 
liturgy is not done just to mess 
with people, but rather, to quicken 
us, to give us different words and 
therefore a different perspective. 
Singing different settings of liturgi-
cal music has the capacity to 
freshen and enliven our spirits, 
because---kdsƍr e`bd hs--- we get 
tired, and doing the same thing 
Sunday after Sunday has a way of 
putting us to sleep, spiritually.   
 
But making liturgical changes is a 
balancing act, and one can tip the 
balance too far one direction or 
another.  Finding the holy point is 
mns d`rx- H v`ms xnt sn jmnv Hƍud
struggled with how best to change 
the Sunday morning liturgies in 
Kdms- Hƍud vnqqhdc `ants hs- Hƍud
even talked to the bishop about it! 
 
At the 8:30 liturgy, things will stay 
pretty traditional.

Notes From the Treasurer  
 

As of February 15, 2010, we were able to pay all of our Operating Fund expenses except for our 
assessments to the Diocese.  We are holding a $6,000 check for the Diocese from 2009.  We are 
working our way out of the hole, thanks to the additional pledges and support from the congrega-
tion. 
 
We have been able to cover the payments of interest to the bank for our loans, but we are a little 
short on making a complete principle payment that was due in January. 
 
In the past 12 months, God has blessed us with several large gifts.  We received three bequests in 
the amount of $6,400 in stock, $10,000 cash and recent $5,000 cash.  Those bequests plus a $25,000 
special thanks gift to the building fund has helped us stay close to meeting all of our building fund 
payments. 
 
Because the congregation is at the beginning of a new up-swing in commitment and spirituality, 
we must depend on God.   I know God will help us recover from a very difficult 2009.  I think mak-
ing things difficult for a church to have everything they want, is the way God gently reminds us
