The garden seems to be taking 
shape around two concepts, the 
first which is to “rent” little parcels 
of a certain size, provide the water, 
and allow whoever wants to grow 
things, to come in and have their 
little garden on our land.  A fine 
idea.  The second is more radical: 
to use a portion of the land our-
selves and have a group of St. 
John‖s folk work our garden, and 
then have a certain day during the 
week when those who qualify be-
cause of their poverty status---
could come and pick up a basket 
or sack or two of fresh produce 
that we have grown…. for free.  
 

This would truly be feeding Jesus‖ 
sheep, because the gospel impera-
tive is always about reaching out 
to those in our city who are in need 
of fresh, delicious organic produce.   
 
The response from those interested 
has been impressive.  Initially, 
twenty-four people signed up.  
We‖ve had the first organizational 
meeting and added the idea of a 
children‖s plot as well, so that our 
kids can learn basic gardening 
skills.  “Compassion” has offered 
to provide $500.00 for start-up 
costs; a water plan is being worked 
on, things are taking shape, and 
there seems to be great energy for 
this ministry.  Stay tuned for op-
portunities for anyone interested 
to get involved.

The Feast of Pentecost, Bishop Lamb,  

and Bring a Friend to Church 
 
The Feast of Pentecost, May 23rd, marks the end of the Great Fifty Days of Easter and celebrates that event recalled in 
the Book of Acts when the Holy Spirit poured out on those earliest Christians signified in Acts 2 by peoples of many 
cultures and languages all understanding each other.  From that moment, the Spirit of the “Jesus Way” began to 
spread like wildfire across the Mediterranean world, and with it, phenomenal growth of the early church.  
 
Bishop Lamb will make his annual visitation to St. John‖s on the Feast of Pentecost to confirm or receive* those who 
have completed these classes, as well as baptize and/or re-affirm the baptismal Vows of any desiring it. Tradition-
ally, the Gospel is read in several different languages on Pentecost, congregants are encouraged to wear red on the 
Feast of Pentecost, and because our bishop will be with us, there will be a festive reception after the 10:30 liturgy.  
 
In addition to the tradition of wearing red, you are invited to bring a friend to church on this day of great celebra-
tion.  We are all proud of Bishop Lamb and the reconciling spirit he has brought to the Diocese of San Joaquin.  We 
are equally proud of those members amongst us who have completed the “3 M‖s” classes in preparation for the sac-
rament of confirmation or reception.  It‖s a great day to share our bishop and the depth of the ancient traditions we 
regularly observe with our friends and neighbors who may be searching for a spiritual home, or may just be curious.   

 
So invite someone!  Invite someone to worship, celebrate, feast with us and get to know the lovely folks of St. John‖s 
on the Feast of Pentecost. 
 
 
*If one has been confirmed as a Roman Catholic, Lutheran, or member of one of the Orthodox branches of Christian-

ity, the sacrament of confirmation need not be repeated.  Instead, one is received into this branch of the Holy Catho-
lic Church.

try approval, all proceeds will be designated for outdoor play equipment for our children!  

 
What exactly is "fair trade coffee?"  It's coffee for which the farmers are paid a fair and living wage.  It's cof-
fee that changes lives as it improves the standard of living for the farmers and their families.   It's coffee that 
gives farmers access to affordable credit, and a long-term trading partner they can trust.  And "organic" cof-
fee is coffee that is grown without the use of chemical fertilizers or pesticides that can not only contaminate 
the soil but also continue down the food chain to have lasting, harmful effects on the environment, to the 
planet, and to us, it's people. 
 
Our trading partner in this venture is a company called "Fair Exchange" whose mission is to help small 
farmers across the globe to ensure that they are treated fairly as they labor to bring their products to market.  
You'll be able to choose beans from places like Columbia or Ethiopia, in a medium or dark roast that is ei-
ther ground or whole bean.  We'll be offering a basic selection of ground coffees to start with plans to in-
clude organic teas, cocoa and chocolate as we get up and running.  Special orders are welcome, and we'll 
gladly prepare custom baskets for the holidays or other gift-giving occasions. 
 
So, when you put coffee on your shopping list, think "fair trade."  As a parishioner at St. John's, think of our 
children.  It's Christian, it's socially-responsible, it's local...and it's that simple.

Discovering Spiritual Maturity is designed for those people who have completed the basic course 
and are ready to learn how to develop spiritual disciplines in their daily lives. This class explores the 
habits of the Christian life: daily time with God, study, prayer, and giving are presented.  Prerequi-
site is completion of the Membership class.

The third step is the Ministry/Mission Sensibility Class, for those who have completed the first two 
classes.  Scripture tells us that everyone has been created for a purpose. This class will help you un-
derstand that whatever “job” you do, you still have a ministry to the planet, with unique gifts to of-

fer and be used.  The Ministry/Mission Class will be offered on Saturday May 15, 9:00 AM to 1:00 

PM. 
 

Finally, both the Maturity and Ministry/Mission classes will cover aspects of Anglican spirituality 
like “How Episcopalians read the Bible”, “Guiding yourself through the Book of Common Prayer”, 
the “Anglican Footstool”, a smattering of church history, and such.  Those who complete these 

classes will truly be ready to make the mature commitment that the sacrament of confirmation is 
meant to be.

And About those “3 M’s”… One More Time… 
 

Many of us have heard of “inquirer‖s classes” or “confirmation classes” for years.  While completion of the “3 M’s” in-
deed will prepare one for confirmation, these are not your run of the mill confirmation classes.  They seek to convey 
something of what we are about here in this specific parish of St. John the Baptist.  Therefore, they include the visioning 
work your vestry is doing.  The classes hopefully reflect our particular identity to those seeking to understand more 
about who we are.  
  
At the Vestry Retreat in January, we spent one full morning engaged in a Bible study that revealed in clear terms what 
many these days recognize as five historic areas of involvement Christians should be about.  In the business world these 
might be called “metrics” meaning that we measure our progress as an organization by these five areas. They are wor-
ship, spiritual formation (or discipleship), fellowship, service (ministry and mission), and evangelism.   
 
The idea is that if a church measures itself by these five areas of engagement, and resists the temptation to spend time or 
energy or resources on activities that are outside the scope of these purposes, not only will the church be balanced but 
more importantly, the followers of Jesus who worship here will be leading balanced lives.   
 
The purposes also suggest a logical path of growth for individual Christians.  We want to first, bring people in, then 
build them up, then send them out. And in that order.  
 
When the church is just interested in bringing folks in, but not building them up or sending them out, that‖s not being 
faithful.  Likewise, when the church tries to bring people in and send them out or get them deeply involved in ministry 
in any way, without building people up first, that is just unkind. Finally, when people come into the church and just 
want to be built up and built up and built up and aren‖t interested in being sent out, that‖s selfish and gluttonous.  
 

The “3M‖s” classes reflect these priorities: They have to do with bringing people in: Membership; building them up: 

Spiritual Maturity; and sending them out: Ministry and Mission.  
 
One of the most gratifying aspects of the Membership Class we completed in February is a significant number of long-
time St. John‖s parishioners participated.  They then stood up with those taking membership vows on March 7th, by way 
of support. 
 
I continue to encourage members of the parish, especially vestry members, to attend these classes.  I do so because 
whether you‖ve been an Episcopalian for one day or thirty years, we‖ve worked hard to design these classes for the 
twenty-first century, not the church of the good ―ol days.

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Rearranging Our Furniture 
 
We at St. John‖s are blessed with a wonderfully flexible worship space. Since moving into this new space, how-
ever, the furniture has generally been in one arrangement—one that is able to accommodate many more worship-
ers than generally attend our services. Because the space is so large and the chairs are moveable, it is possible for 
us to rearrange things to encourage a more communal and engaged experience for participants in our services. 
 
In April, the Vestry approved a plan to experiment with other arrangements of that flexible space during the com-
ing summer months. The rearrangement is intended to reflect the common identity of all participants in worship 
as baptized believers with something to contribute and a call to ministry, and to reduce the appearance of distinc-
tions among members (especially by setting apart the clergy) that suggest a hierarchical division of the body. This 
way our space can reflect our common call more adequately. Our rearrangement is also meant to be more condu-
cive to a sense of connection among worshipers and servers and to encourage engagement and participation 
among worshipers as members of a community. The experimental plan will also reduce the distance between 
worshipers and the Lord‖s table, in hopes that the table will seem less remote and more accessible. 
 
When we begin worshiping in this arrangement after school lets out in June, you are invited to move closer to the 
altar and to one another and consider how the changes help or hinder your worship experience. Listen for the 
Holy Spirit to speak. I hope you will give the changed arrangement a chance to draw you closer to God in a new 
way. And remember, we are flexible! Other changes can be made as we the community discover anew how to 
meet our needs as we gather to worship our God.
