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ALL SAINTS’, ALL
SOULS’ and ALL
HALLOW’S EVE

They are really all part of the same
holiday, and yes, it’s a Christian
holiday, although its origins are pre
-Christian. In traditional cultures,
the changing of the seasons were
always recognized and celebrated,
as they believed the solstices and
equinoxes actually occurred at
hinge points or gaps in time. At
these “gaps” in time, it was be-
lieved that the world reverted back
to the way it was before time be-
gan, at the creation. All those be-
ings and powers, the seen and the
unseen inhabitants of the world
before, above or outside of time---
gods, angels, ancestors, and spirits-
--were then present.

The Celtic pre-Christian festival of
Sambhain celebrated at the begin-
ning of November, marked the
coming of the dark, the death of
the year, or growing season, and
the start of winter. It was a huge
festival during which bonfires
were built and torches were car-
ried to light up the night, to pro-
vide safe passage, because with all
those gods and angels and ances-
tors and spirits running around,
things can go one way or another.

The Church Christianized the festi-
val, providing an opportunity to
celebrate our brothers and sisters
who have gone before us, leaving
us with blessings too numerous to
count. While there are many
quirky customs associated with the
festival; from dancing skeletons to
children begging candles (an early
form of trick-or-treating) it remains
at its core a part of our faith.
There’s even a vigil service of All
Hallows Eve among our Anglican
heritage: “From ghoulies and
ghosties and things that go bump in
the night, Good Lord Deliver us...”

On All Saints” Sunday, October

31st, we will do our part to keep

the tradition alive. These are all
elements of the liturgy we partici-
pated in last year.

Children & Youth

A Child Shall Lead Them

(Isaiah 11:6)

Any grandparent or uncle or mom or teacher who has worked on a project together with a young per-
son—building, creating, or exploring something—has experienced the rich, energizing pleasure of shar-
ing life knowledge. Any grownup who has taken a walk with a child has experienced the opportunity to
see the world anew with wonder and honesty through their eyes. An adult who has had a frank heart to
heart with a teenager cannot avoid the fundamental challenge of addressing life’s toughest questions.

Grownups and youth are partners, brothers and sisters, in our spiritual journey. This is the perspective
that Christian educator Beth Hammond brought to the Faith Formation workshop held at St. John’s on
September 25. Down-to-earth, passionate, creative, knowledgeable, and inspired, Beth led participants
on an expedition to discover a purpose statement for children’s ministry here at St. John's, a vision we
could make our own.

What we discovered along the way was that children’s ministry is a two-way street, enriching the life of
the whole parish as a church family. The sharing between generations creates dynamic energy, primes
the pump of the community’s life blood, forms the sacred circle within which the Holy Spirit renews
and expands our life in Christ.

As our vision began to crystallize through our dialogue, this purpose statement took shape:

Children are welcome and included at St. John’s as part of an intergenerational family that comes together to know
and follow Jesus.

We adults were challenged to ask ourselves in relation to every aspect of St. John’s life—worship, praise,
education, outreach—"“Where are the children, the youth?”

Where are they in this activity? How do they fit in here? What do we need to do to make a place for
them? How can they participate side by side with us?

We sometimes underestimate their potential to understand, contribute, and teach us. We miss the op-
portunity to grow through the exchange of experiences—tackling tough questions, recognizing joys and
challenges, and learning to embrace the Mystery together.

In October, we took the purpose statement to the Vestry for official endorsement. In the coming months,
we’ll be exploring the many resources shared by Beth and seeking God’s guidance to determine how we
can bring this vision to life in all aspects of our parish life.

In the Children’s Charter for the Episcopal Church, the church is called to nurture and minister to our
children, as well as to receive their ministry to us. “Jesus took the children in his arms, placed his hand

on each of them, and blessed them.” (Mark 10:16) How could we do any less?
